Similarly, a rental agreement has been entered between the Bank and the Subsidiary Company to provide office space to Subsidiary Company and to provide server and database facility by the Bank
for a monthly fees of Rs. 110,000 and Rs. 166,665 respectively.

Deposit of the subsidiary held by the Bank of NPR 90.21 Million, Interest paid to the subsidiary of NPR 36.31 million, Loan against FDR provided to subsidiary of NPR 2.80 Million and interest on loan
paid by the subsidiary of NPR 0.43 Million.

All other intra group transactions and outstanding balances among Group companies are excluded in Group Financial Statements.
